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Java Reserved Words

· Sometimes we choose identifiers ourselves when writing a 
· program (such as Lincoln, Poem, or MyProgram)

· Sometimes we are using another programmer's code, so we 
· use the identifiers that they chose (such as println)

· Often we use special identifiers called reserved words 
that already have a predefined meaning in the language


· A reserved word cannot be used in any other way

They’re called reserved words for a reason!

Don’t use these words as file, class, or any other names…

They have specific uses and meanings “reserved” for other actions within the Java API
